The purpose of this class is to provide an introduction to the construction and use of medical terminology.  

The student is expected to invest the time needed to 
develop an adequate understanding of the material presented in the required textbook and accompanying 
handouts.  The student will develop a basic medical terminology vocabulary and be able to construct 
sentences as practical examples.    
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Quizzes:   
There is the possibility of an unannounced quiz at every class session except when unit examinations are 
scheduled.  Materials previously studied and/or the assigned material may be covered in any quiz.  If you 
are absent when a quiz is given, you will NOT be allowed to take it.  Quizzes are usually administered at 
the beginning of the class requiring students to be punctual.  Quizzes missed due to tardiness will be 
scored as zero points earned as in the case of absenteeism.
